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KEY FINDINGS
 

· UMass’s claim that Southern New England School of Law (SNESL) could achieve ABA accreditation by 2007 is not realistic.  In fact, the earliest date by which SNESL could achieve accreditation is 2011, and that is unlikely. 

 

· SNESL’s financial and accreditation assumptions are based on a risky and improbable “hat trick” scenario that the school can (1) significantly increase enrollment while (2) improving its student quality and (3) dramatically raising bar pass rates, all without the benefit of ABA accreditation.    

 

· The merger of SNESL and UMass will cost taxpayers between $17.5 million - $39 million over the next seven years. 

 

· Classifying a legal degree as “continuing education” is unprecedented and amounts to little more than a tuition retention scheme that may not withstand legal scrutiny. If it does not, taxpayers would be forced to shoulder nearly the entire burden of law school operations. 

 

· Since the ABA rejected its last accreditation attempt in 1999, SNESL has significantly regressed in the areas of student quality, bar pass rates, bar preparation courses, faculty and library resources. 

 

· SNESL’s law library is severely lacking in resources compared to the most recently accredited or provisionally accredited ABA law schools and will require a significant investment to reach the minimum levels of ABA requirements. 

 

· While UMass claims only two new faculty members would be needed, SNESL would have a student-faculty ratio of 34:1 by 2009 under that scenario, if it met enrollment targets. This far exceeds what is allowable under ABA guidelines, requiring significantly more faculty hiring.

 

· Despite claims by merger proponents, the demand for legal education in Southeastern Massachusetts is not increasing.  SNESL already offers a J.D. program, is accredited in Massachusetts and has been in existence for over 20 years, yet enrollment has remained low.  Furthermore, Roger Williams University School of Law, an ABA-accredited institution situated just 19 miles from SNESL, recently announced plans to shutter its night section due to a lack of demand. 

 

· Massachusetts does not have a general need for additional public service attorneys.  A need does exist for more public advocates, which should be addressed by offering loan forgiveness programs or increasing our lowest-in-the-nation pay rates for bar advocates, not creating a multi-million dollar state law school. 

 

· SNESL will drain resources from the rest of the public university system, which UMass asserts is currently underfunded.  UMass has identified several areas of concern, including faculty shortage, unmet capital needs and a low endowment, and has asked the Commonwealth to develop a plan to close the estimated gap of $151 million over five years. 

 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

On December 21, 2004, the University of Massachusetts Board of Trustees voted to approve a proposed merger between the University of Massachusetts Dartmouth and Southern New England School of Law (SNESL).  The merger had originally been proposed in 2000, but was rejected in part because it would have required an annual $2.5 million state appropriation.  This time, proponents claim that SNESL’s finances have improved and no state money would be needed to effectuate the merger. 

The proposal envisions SNESL growing from the 260-280 full- and part-time students it enrolls today to about 450 students by 2009.  Annual tuition would remain the same, at around $19,000.  Proponents claim this slightly below market tuition and an emphasis on public service will result in 25-50 percent of graduates practicing public interest law and helping to address a purported shortage.

At the heart of the proposal is Southern New England’s goal of achieving provisional American Bar Association accreditation by 2007.  The school has already been turned down twice by the ABA, first in 1997 and then again in 1999.  The law school cut its budget by more than a third following the second rejection and enrollment fell dramatically.  This further exacerbated financial shortcomings that had already been cited as a reason for the most recent ABA rejection.  In the aftermath of this enrollment drop and financial decline, a 2000 audit cited SNESL for defaulting on the terms of a letter of credit required as part of its Massachusetts Industrial Financing Authority education bond financing.  

To stem the drop in enrollment, admissions standards were relaxed.  As a result, average LSAT scores have dropped from the 36th percentile nationally in 1999 to the 17th percentile today.  Predictably, passage rates on the Massachusetts bar examination have also fallen.

A particular weakness listed in the 1999 ABA visiting team report was bar preparation and support, but by 2001 all funding for bar preparation and support was eliminated and it has remained at zero.

The number of professors who would qualify as full-time faculty under ABA guidelines has also declined since 1999.  While two more planned faculty hires in the coming year will be sufficient in the short term, they will not be enough to meet minimum ABA standards as the school grows in enrollment toward a projected 450 students.   

Library resources are also a problem.  The 2000 merger proposal acknowledged these shortcomings, yet drastic cuts were made in library spending as enrollment declined.  Today, SNESL’s library has fewer volumes than any provisionally accredited law school.

SNESL cannot survive financially without the increased tuition revenue from projected enrollment growth.  Yet, the school must increase its enrollment significantly while dramatically improving the academic quality of its students at the same time for ABA accreditation purposes.  Simultaneously attracting both significantly more and dramatically better students to a still-unaccredited law school would be nearly impossible.  Even if the academic quality of incoming students improved immediately, it would be at least four years before bar passage rates rose significantly, because most SNESL students attend part time and take four years or more to graduate.  Finally, the ABA would require two years of improved performance before considering an application for provisional accreditation to a school with a history of low pass rates.  It would be unrealistic for the school to expect to receive ABA approval before 2011.

Supporters make a series of policy arguments on behalf of the merger.  They argue that a law school with a relatively affordable tuition and an emphasis on public service will address a shortage of public interest lawyers in the Commonwealth.  But closer examination reveals a shortage of bar advocates – public defenders and attorneys who represent poor clients in civil cases – not an overall shortage of lawyers working in public service jobs.  There are many more lawyers seeking positions as prosecutors or with the state attorney general’s office than there are available positions.  Massachusetts pays its bar advocates the lowest rates in the nation and the shortage could be addressed far more efficiently by simply raising those rates. 

Claims that lower tuition would result in more public interest lawyers also do not hold up under closer examination.  The two New England law schools that produce the most public interest lawyers are both private, and the annual tuition at one is more than $30,000.  The real problem is student debt, not tuition.  A far more effective way to attract more bar advocates would be a combination of higher hourly rates paid by the state and loan repayment assistance programs run by the state and/or law schools.  These alternatives would be more targeted and efficient than having the University of Massachusetts take on the cost of an unaccredited, financially unstable law school.

Merger proponents assert that southeastern Massachusetts is under-served in terms of access to legal education.  This claim fails on its face: SNESL is already in operation there and has in fact struggled to attract sufficient enrollment.  Roger Williams University School of Law, 19 miles away in Bristol, Rhode Island, recently announced it is closing its evening program due to lack of demand.  There is no evidence of unmet need for legal education in the region.

Even assuming the law school meets its enrollment projections until it becomes clear that a 2007 accreditation date is unrealistic, the net cost of merger and expansion would be $2.5 million per year or a total of $17.5 million by 2011, the earliest realistic date by which the school could achieve provisional accreditation.  UMass proposes to operate the law school under its Division of Continuing Education.  While tuition revenue usually reverts to the Commonwealth, the University claims it can keep tuition revenue for continuing education programs.  Running a law school as part of the Division of Continuing Education certainly fails to withstand logical scrutiny; if it fails to withstand legal scrutiny, the total projected subsidy would jump to at least $39 million.

Three years of budget cuts have taken their toll on the University of Massachusetts system.  The number of full-time faculty has fallen dramatically, tuition has skyrocketed, and years of deferred maintenance have left some of the campuses in disrepair.  The system is not in a position to absorb the additional expense of subsidizing an unaccredited law school.

Finally, going forward with the merger also has political risks for the University.  Several powerful legislators have made their opposition to the merger clear.  One bill would prevent any public university from merging with a private one without legislative approval.  The merger endangers the University’s relationship with the very entity that provides much of its funding.   

INTRODUCTION

Southern New England School of Law (SNESL) is an independent, regionally accredited law school located in North Dartmouth, Massachusetts.  In 2000, the University of Massachusetts unsuccessfully floated a proposal to merge it with the nearby University of Massachusetts Dartmouth.  At that time, the plan called for a $2.5 million annual state subsidy.  During the fall of 2004, UMass again proposed the merger, this time claiming there would be no cost to the Commonwealth.  The proposal was approved by the University’s Board of Trustees on December 21, 2004.  The state Board of Higher Education is expected to vote on the merger at its March 2005 meeting.  

Since its founding in 1981, SNESL has twice applied unsuccessfully for American Bar Association accreditation, first in 1997 and then in 1999.  The current proposal assumes that provisional accreditation could be achieved by 2007.  Merger proponents claim SNESL’s finances have improved since the 2000 proposal and that it has already budgeted for costs associated with achieving ABA accreditation.  In addition to an annual operating surplus, they assert that SNESL has a $1.5 million reserve fund.  The school’s building and land, valued at over $9.5 million, would be turned over to the university, along with the $2.6 million debt on the facility.

The proposal envisions that the University of Massachusetts School of Law at Dartmouth would fill a variety of unmet needs.  Thanks to a relatively low fee structure (annual tuition of about $19,000) and fellowship opportunities, proponents claim that between 25 and 50 percent of the school’s graduates would practice public service law, working as public defenders, prosecutors, or in other government and public interest roles.  It would also serve needs important to the region with programs in maritime and immigration law.  Finally, supporters claim that southeastern Massachusetts is underserved in terms of access to legal education.

Information for much of the financial analysis conducted for the paper was gathered from the financial plan published by the law school and the University of Massachusetts Dartmouth, SNESL IRS Form 990 filings from 1997-2003, and annual filings with the Division of Public Charities of the Office of the Massachusetts Attorney General.  A multitude of other sources are referenced on the range of issues raised by the proposal and they are appropriately noted throughout the document.

This paper will examine these claims and the overall merger proposal.  It will examine SNESL’s finances, attempt to gauge various needs identified by the merger proposal, estimate the cost and likelihood of achieving provisional and then full ABA accreditation, and analyze a range of policy issues raised by the proposal.  Creating a public law school in Massachusetts represents an important policy decision that would have far-ranging impacts.  This paper strives to contribute to a more informed decision.
I.  FINANCING THE MERGER & EXPANSION

UMass Dartmouth and SNESL hope to merge operations and expand law school enrollment.  Currently at 196 full-time equivalent students (with an estimated headcount of 260-280), enrollment is projected to increase by an annual average of 15 percent to 450 by 2009.
  The University of Massachusetts Board of Trustees has capped enrollment at 585.
  

SNESL Finances To Date

The law school’s finances have been precarious, with recurring operating losses due to decreased revenue from fluctuations in enrollment.  Between 1998 and 2002, it suffered losses each year that totaled more than $1.7 million.
  Although it posted operating surpluses in 2003 and 2004, the cumulative effect of these losses has been to steadily decrease the net assets of the school.

The operating losses have been funded from four sources: 

(i) Steady decreases in expenditures on teaching and resources (including faculty, library support, bar review expenses among others).  In 2001, for example:

· Faculty expenses were down by 46 percent from 1997 while all other expenses had been cut by 50 percent

· Funding for the Bar Review course was eliminated

· Library subscriptions expenditures were cut to $23,386, while all other library resource expenditures were cut out completely

· Faculty development was cut almost in half to $12,700.

(ii)
Shifting certain operating costs to UMass Dartmouth through various joint ventures.  For example, since 2001, SNESL has ‘jointly operated’ its bookstore with UMass Dartmouth.  This annual expense to SNESL, which was $75,000 – 95,000 annually for FY 1998, 1999 and 2000 has now been completely eliminated from the school’s financial statements and at least some part is now apparently borne by UMass Dartmouth. 

(iii) Use of cash flow from depreciation.  Total SNESL assets decreased almost 30 percent from 1997 to 2003; net assets have decreased by more than 37 percent during the same period.  The building continues to carry a mortgage estimated to be $2.6, with annual debt service of $293,000.
  These payments have been funded though cash generated by annual depreciation expenses.

(iv) Spending of cash reserves.  Cash reserves of slightly more than $1 million on July 1, 1997 were down to $108,699 by 2000.  These reserves have been slowly increased since then but funded almost solely from depreciation expenses as operating losses continued for the next two years.  Swings in annual cash positions have been as high as $550,000 in two different years.  The school currently claims $1.5 million in reserves, reflecting a $350,000 annual operating surplus for 2004
 and another approximately $400,000 from depreciation, resulting in additional decreases in total assets and net assets.

SNESL suffered its two worst recent financial years in 1999 and 2000, just after the school was turned down a second time for provisional ABA accreditation.  It was then, in 2000, that a merger with UMass Dartmouth was first proposed, with the suggestion that the Massachusetts Legislature commit to an annual appropriation of $2.5 million to fund the stabilization and operation of the school.

In light of the severe financial conditions experienced by Southern New England in recent years, evaluating financial information on the proposed merger of the school with UMass Dartmouth draws attention to the ambitious and interdependent goals of the project. Unlike routine mergers between two existing businesses or institutions, the proposed SNESL – UMass Dartmouth merger has three interrelated objectives:

1.  The two schools seek to combine certain administrative and support operations, some of which will result in net savings to the combined entity while others will automatically increase, notably faculty and other salaries which will be subject to UMass collective bargaining agreements and pay scales.

2. To continue to operate as a viable entity without state financial support, SNESL seeks to increase its enrollment significantly in order to stabilize its finances.   However, the school’s only source of recurring revenue is tuition and related fees. When applications and admissions decline, so does revenue.  Importantly, this objective contains a trap door for its third objective.

3. SNESL plans to apply a third time to the ABA for accreditation.  However, achieving provisional accreditation will require a tightening of admissions standards, which were lowered dramatically in the face of lagging enrollment following the 1999 ABA rejection.  Looser standards led to a predictable drop in bar passage rates.  The granting of provisional status requires substantial compliance with ABA standards, but also requires submission to the ABA of a credible plan, including sufficient financial resources, to resolve any remaining deficiencies within three years.  If compliance issues are not resolved within five years, provisional approval is generally revoked.
  How SNESL intends to increase its enrollment significantly while tightening admissions standards to meet ABA requirements is not explained in any of the merger documents.  

In the proposed merger plan – which is properly understood as a merger and expansion plan – the law school must simultaneously increase enrollment and improve quality immediately following the merger.  Therefore, evaluating financial information about this merger draws attention to the predictions and assumptions about (1) increasing enrollment significantly, (2) enrolling better students, and (3) the timing of and any uncertainty around achieving ABA accreditation.

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SNESL in the Law School Marketplace

Southern New England School of Law reportedly draws most of it students from the surrounding area.  It is regionally accredited by the New England Association of Schools and Colleges (NEASC), enabling its graduates to take the bar exam in Massachusetts and Connecticut.

As mentioned above, SNESL must expand its enrollment to secure the additional financial resources via increased tuition revenue to meet and maintain ABA accreditation standards.  The school has experienced significant fluctuations in enrollment in recent years.  In 1998, just prior to its second attempt at ABA accreditation, it had 283 students, 111 of whom were full time.
  By 2000, enrollment was down to 95 full-time equivalents and today it has 196 FTEs.
  The post-merger enrollment target is 450 students by 2009.
        

Fluctuations in law school applications and admissions are a fact of life for law schools.  Reasons why individuals decide to apply to law school can include a genuine desire to seek a career practicing law, the overall health of the economy, alternative career opportunities in businesses and institutions that employ lawyers, as well as purely financial motivations and other personal aspirations. 

The chart included below tracks the number of individual LSAT tests administered annually since 1982.  Note that the number of LSAT test-takers was at a two-decade low in 1986 as Wall Street’s merger and acquisition boom was peaking.  By 1991, LSAT test taking hit a twenty-year peak as the economy was in recession, including a collapse in regional real estate values and a severe decline in banking stocks. 
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A comparable trend can be observed into the mid-1990s, as the technology boom of the markets grew and then burst.  As the economy emerges from a recession, law school applications increased just 2.3 percent from 2003 to 2004.
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A small law school that is highly dependent on tuition revenue is a financially risky venture and would require either substantial financial reserves or a commitment from a third party to ensure the financial stability required to achieve and maintain accreditation.

The ABA requires that a law school’s present and anticipated financial resources be adequate to sustain a sound program.

Merger Costs

According to the merger proposal published by the UMass Dartmouth and Southern New England School of Law, “[t]he University of Massachusetts … must seize opportunities to build self-supporting and revenue generating enterprises.  The UMass School of Law at Dartmouth will be such an enterprise.”
  Nationally, the average annual cost of educating a law student is $27,000-$32,000.
  SNESL’s tuition is currently around $19,000 and the University has expressed its intent to keep tuition at that level for the foreseeable future.  None of the merger proposal documents include any discussion of out-of-state tuition.   

The law school also plans to offer half-tuition public service fellowships to 10 Massachusetts residents per year prior to achieving ABA accreditation and to 25 each year if accreditation is granted.
  The fellowships function as loans to be paid back if the student chooses not to serve in a public service law role for three years following graduation.  After three years, the program would cost the university $712,500 each year in lost revenue if ABA accreditation is achieved.

The merger would impact SNESL’s entire cost structure by bringing compensation for its 40 faculty and staff in line with UMass pay guidelines.  Among some of the larger annual increases would be a jump from $61,500 to $156,594 for the director of administration and finance and raising the director of facilities salary from $40,800 to $102,150.
  

Terms of the merger agreement would establish a $3 million quasi-endowment for the law school over 10 years based on a 2/3 contribution from law school revenue and 1/3 contribution from UMass Dartmouth revenue.
  This would cost the school another $200,000 annually.  In addition, the agreement assumes “SNESL will contribute to the UMass Dartmouth Trust Fund administrative charge with an escalating contribution.”

SNESL also faces potential liability from a pending lawsuit filed by one of its former students.  In November, the First Circuit Court of Appeals reinstated a claim of fraud or misrepresentation on behalf of a plaintiff from New Jersey, Joseph Rodi, who claimed school officials knowingly misrepresented the likelihood of achieving ABA accreditation and then failed to appeal the denial of accreditation as they had promised.
  The student graduated in 2000 but is not eligible to sit for the New Jersey bar exam.

The exposure to this potential liability is twofold.  First, there is the possibility of an award for damages.  Second, any news accounts or publicity surrounding the case could undermine efforts to recruit new students.  In any event, it is worth noting that SNESL spent only $11,970 in legal fees in 2003 and spent zero on them during the prior three years.

2.  Expansion Costs

The merger plan provides some detail for expected cost savings and planned increases.  Instructional costs are budgeted to increase by $327,482 in 2005, including the hiring of a full-time library director and converting one part-time library employee to full time.  General and administrative expenses are budgeted to increase by $317,880, which includes the hiring of two full time information technology employees.  Combined with a one-time expenditure of $300,000 for building improvements in anticipation of applying again for accreditation, these budgeted expenditures total $945,632.

One of the most serious drawbacks to the project budget expenses is the use of a blanket forecast of an annual 3 percent increase to estimate expenses in future years.  

First, as noted below in this section, general and administrative costs (G&A) consist of non-instructional costs such as:

· All library expenses (book acquisition, research resources, subscriptions)

· Expenses for bar review preparation, moot court, legal clinic

· Faculty development

· Staff development

· Data processing & software support

· Utilities and all ordinary office expenses (legal fees, supplies, telephone, postage & shipping, equipment rental & maintenance, printing & publications, travel, conferences, conventions & meetings)

· Repairs & maintenance.

Forecasting these numbers to increase at 3 percent in the aggregate not only fails to understand important differences among them but also ignores those expenses that will vary more proportionately with forecast annual increases in enrollment, which is projected to expand by an average of 15 percent annually.

Just as important is the use of a very low base number for G&A expenses in the first year of combined operations.  This appears to overlook or simply misunderstand the severe budget and operating conditions at the school for the past several years.  General and administrative expenses have been cut repeatedly since 1997 when they totaled $1.65 million.   G&A expenses in 2004 – which is used as the base year for projections – were $1.16 million.  The importance of grasping the severity of these disparities is critical because of SNESL’s intention to apply again for ABA accreditation.  When rejected by the ABA a second time in 1999, inadequate resources were cited specifically as a reason.  In the two years that followed that decision, these expenditures were reduced even further from $1.5 million to $800,000 and have not returned to previous levels.
UMass Dartmouth and SNESL anticipate savings of about $650,000 from the merger.  Approximately $450,000 would come from the elimination of redundancies and a preliminary analysis indicated potential staffing savings of $200,000.
   SNESL plans to fund the difference with additional tuition revenue that would result from increasing enrollment by an average of 15 percent per year through 2009.

Genuine cost savings are usually difficult to realize, while shifting them is much more easily accomplished.  The financial and accounting barriers between SNESL and UMass Dartmouth have already been breached and are opaque to outside parties.

2.A  Does UMass Dartmouth Have Alternative Resources to Subsidize the Proposed Merger and Expansion?

A central premise of the proposed merger with SNESL is that and the operation and expansion of the law school will not use state funds nor divert resources from existing educational needs in the UMass system.

However, UMass Dartmouth openly states its intention to contribute funds directly to special accounts to be established following the merger that will be used to fund half-tuition fellowships dedicated for use at SNESL.  These payments are expected to be $100,000 annually beginning in 2008.  Apparently, UMass Dartmouth is relying on a specialized and somewhat technical definition of state funds.

It turns out that UMass Dartmouth, like other schools in the Commonwealth’s University System, controls and expends funds from various proprietary accounts referred to in the UMass system as “trusts”.  Excerpts from state documents provide a glimpse into these semi-public savings accounts, which vary in size and purpose: 

“Typically, trust fund revenue are used in connection with a variety of campus activities such as auxiliary enterprises (e.g., student housing, bookstores, food service, vending machines), student activities, financial aid, medical services, public services and research.  These funds are self-sustaining.  The public colleges and the University have two primary sources of income: state appropriations and local campus revenues or trust funds.”




. . .

“The statutory authority for trust funds in Massachusetts is found in Massachusetts General Laws chapter 15A, Section 9(N) and 22(E), Chapter 73 Section 14 and Chapter 75 Section 11.”  

. . .

“Although technically ‘public’ funds, trust funds are not ‘appropriated’ funds and therefore, are not subject to the same spending rules and regulation as appropriative funds."



. . .

“The Board of Higher Education does not have statutory authority over institutional trust funds.  The Office of State Auditor has statutory authority to audit Trust Funds revenue and expenditures.”

The University does provide some broad guidance to the various campuses and local trustees about the uses of these funds, stating that:

“Expenditures must relate to and support the purpose for which the fund was established.  Expenditures must be consistent with the statement of purpose for that fund.

It is unclear to what degree and from which specific sources UMass Dartmouth intends to fund the merger and ongoing operation of SNESL from these accounts. 

Another significant detail that holds tremendous financial consequences can be found in the administrative assignment of SNESL within the UMass Dartmouth system.  Merger documents state that the SNESL will be merged into and operated as part of UMass Dartmouth’s Division of Continuing Education.  This administrative assignment affects how tuition payments at the law school would be accounted for and controlled within the University system, effectively removing them from state oversight and control.

As a rule, tuition payments made to any of the UMass schools are accounted for and returned to the state’s general treasury accounts.  This reflects the underlying principle – and financial reality – that citizens’ tax dollars are already paying for the UMass system through annual appropriations.  

An exception to this rule is in place on a two-year pilot basis for tuition paid at the Amherst campus by non-residents; these funds can be kept and used by the various campuses and do not affect ongoing appropriations from the state.  

Another exception, however, exists for evening classes, which allows this revenue to be kept by the campuses. Although state statute specifically uses the term “evening classes,”
 UMass employs a broad interpretation that includes all continuing education classes, including daytime classes leading to standard academic degrees.  Such an interpretation may not withstand legal scrutiny.  SNESL plans to operate day and weekend classes in addition to evening classes.  Indeed, even if the broad interpretation is accepted, it is difficult to construct a rational argument for classifying a law school as continuing education.  It is therefore uncertain, at best, that a proposed University of Massachusetts School of Law could retain tuition payments for any students other than those attending evening classes.  Consequently, if the bulk of tuition payments flow ultimately to the Commonwealth’s General Fund and not to the law school’s accounts, law school operations would have to be almost completely subsidized by the University or directly by the state because SNESL is overwhelmingly dependent on tuition to pay its expenses.  

3.  Accreditation Costs

The merger proposal claims it would only cost $650,000 to achieve ABA accreditation; $350,000 in ongoing expenses for faculty, staff, and library resources and $300,000 for a one-time space fit out (see section II).  Merger proponents argue that the law school has already budgeted for these costs.
 

However, enhancements to faculty and staff will be costlier.  In his December 2004 letter of intent to the Board of Higher Education Chancellor Judith I. Gill describing the proposed merger, UMass President Jack Wilson wrote that the program will have 14 full-time faculty, with plans to add two more for the 2005-2006 academic year.
  Closer examination reveals additional complications for the school.  Not all of SNESL’s existing   professors would qualify as full-time faculty under ABA guidelines.  This further reduces the chances of achieving provisional accreditation.  

The average cost of a credentialed full-time law professor is well over than $100,000 annually, exclusive of benefits and pension, though Southern New England generally pays its faculty far less.  Expenses associated with hiring several new faculty members are not accounted for in the merger documents.

In addition to hiring more faculty, a UMass spokesman claimed SNESL need only hire one more staff member for its library to meet ABA standards.
  However, that position is a permanent library director.  SNESL’s web site recently listed only an interim library director without faculty status.  The ABA almost always requires a library director with faculty status.

As SNESL expands and seeks provisional accreditation over the next five years, library resources are a critical need.  Library expenses for another independent Massachusetts-based (non-University affiliated) ABA accredited law school total 9 percent of its revenue, including employees and several types of resources, such as new books, on-line legal research services, continuing subscriptions to legal journals and law reviews as well as updated computer equipment and furniture.  SNESL approached this level only once since 1997 when in 2000 it spent 8.5 percent of its revenue, a total of $241,506, the bulk being a one-time $239,793 expenditure on subscriptions in the aftermath of its second unsuccessful bid for ABA accreditation.  During the two years following ABA rejection, SNESL spent only about 1.5 percent of revenue on its library, increasing to just 3.8 percent in 2003.  Acquisition and subscription costs could easily reach the $200,000 level annually, especially given the starvation-level funding in recent years.  

If envisioned enrollment increases do not materialize, the law school would face recurring and increased deficits due to SNESL’s reliance on tuition revenue.  This compromised financial condition would further jeopardize the ABA accreditation upon which so much of the merger strategy is based.  In short, it is difficult to see how a University of Massachusetts School of Law at Dartmouth could be self-supporting given its low tuition, planned fellowship programs, the myriad costs associated with the merger and becoming part of the University of Massachusetts system, as well as various expenses and potential investments associated with accreditation.  

II.    ACCREDITATION

As mentioned above, the Southern New England School of Law has twice applied unsuccessfully for ABA accreditation.  In 1997 the Committee on Accreditation of the Council on Legal Education and Admission narrowly recommended approval, but the full Council rejected the recommendation.
  The school reapplied in 1999 and was again rejected.  SNESL claims the ABA visiting team’s report found that the law school was in compliance with 90 percent of ABA standards and criteria, and that library collections, leadership and staff, mission and program, faculty resources and the facility were strong points.  Deficiencies cited in that report included:

· Resources

· Planning, documentation and accountability

· Admissions and scholastic evaluation

· Academic support services.

Legal writing and bar preparation support were particularly deficient, and these problems especially acute for part-time students.

Much has changed at SNESL since the 1999 rejection.  After reaching a high of nearly $4.3 million in 1998, annual expenditures fell to $2.3 million by 2001 (see table below).  By 2003, expenditures rebounded to about $2.7 million, but the overall drop was still more than 37 percent.  As noted earlier, enrollment fell from a total of 283 students to just 95 FTEs between 1998 and 2000.  According to Judge Bruce M. Selya’s opinion in the Rodi case, “the school cashiered half its full-time faculty” after failing to achieve accreditation.

According to Professor James P. White, consultant emeritus on legal education to the American Bar Association, “University materials suggest the school was spending about $4 million… per year when the ABA concluded that it was devoting insufficient resources to its program.  It’s now spending less than that I believe.”

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Unstable finances have previously challenged the law school’s operations.  In 1996, the Massachusetts Industrial Finance Authority (MIFA) issued a Higher Education Revenue Bond, likely in anticipation of the first application for provisional accreditation in 1997.

However, within a few years, as enrollment and revenue fluctuated, the school failed to perform on several of its covenanted financial obligations.  As detailed in an auditor’s report, 

“ . . .as required by the Bond Agreement, the School entered into a letter-of credit reimbursement agreement with a bank for $3,552,932.  Such agreement, which expires September 2001, is collateralized by substantially all the real and personal property of the School located in North Dartmouth, Massachusetts.    Under this agreement, the School is subject to certain restrictive covenants, which provide, among other things, for minimum debt service coverage and fixed charge coverage ratios and a maximum leverage ratio.  AS of June 30, 2000, the School was in violation with the debt service, fixed charge coverage, and leverage ratios and has obtained a waiver from the bank relating to these defaults as they pertain to the 2000 financial statements.”

Since SNESL is so heavily dependent on tuition to support its activities, it was imperative that they stem the decline in enrollment.  Not surprisingly, they did so by lowering admissions standards.  At the time of the 2000 merger proposal, the median LSAT for entering students was 147.
  The 2004 proposal reports a median LSAT of 141.
  While seemingly small, this drop is very significant.  The LSAT is scored on a 120-180 scale.  In percentile terms, SNESL’s decline represents a drop from approximately the 36th percentile to the 17th percentile nationally.
  Today, fully one quarter of the entering class scores 138 (approximately the 11th percentile) or below, raising the issue of whether the law school currently violates ABA standards by accepting and ultimately graduating students who have little chance of being admitted to the bar.

Less rigorous admissions standards have taken their toll on the percentage of SNESL graduates passing the Massachusetts bar exam.  The school’s bar pass rates have always been far below state averages (see graphic).  Overall state bar passage rates have ranged from 72.0 to 77.3 percent over the last five years, while SNESL pass rates have been between 21.4 and 45.8 percent.
  In the last three years, the pass rate for the law school’s graduates has not risen above 26.3 percent.  Merger proponents have quoted higher numbers, but they are pass rates solely for first-time takers.  First-time pass rates tend to be higher across the board and overall pass rates are the generally accepted standard.

SNESL must tighten admissions standards and increase the quality of incoming students in order to improve bar passage rates.  But financial constraints and the stated claim that the merger and ongoing operation of the law school will require no state money mean it must dramatically expand enrollment at the same time. 

Current Outlook  

In the academic years after 1999 ABA’s visiting team report cited SNESL’s inadequate resource stability, enrollments have fluctuated dramatically and total annual expenditures dropped 32 percent by 2003.  The category of admissions and scholastic evaluation was also identified as a trouble spot in the 1999 report, and LSAT scores have since dropped precipitously.  A third deficiency was bar preparation support.  While no amount of study support could be expected to substitute for the lower academic credentials of incoming students as evidenced by declining LSAT scores, the school’s expenditures on bar review course preparation also declined.  After spending $27,000 in 1998, bar review course spending was eliminated completely by 2001 and has remained at zero.  Predictably, bar pass rates have fallen.  On the July 1998 test, the last results that would have been available at the time of the 1999 ABA review, 30.4 percent of SNESL graduates passed.  The pass rate was down to 26.3 percent for the July 2004 bar exam.

The merger proposal claims faculty resources were considered a strength in the 1999 ABA report.  At that time, the school had 15 full-time faculty.
  In his December 2004 letter of intent, UMass President Jack Wilson writes that a University of Massachusetts School of Law at Dartmouth would have 14 full-time faculty with two more to be added in the coming year.  But a closer look shows that these numbers do not add up, at least for ABA accreditation purposes.  The Dean of SNESL did not teach during the fall 2004 semester, while two other faculty members had extensive administrative duties, and two additional faculty taught only one class.  Even counting the Dean, SNESL has no more than 10.1 full-time faculty members based on guidelines described in the ABA standards for accreditation of law schools.
  These standards clearly spell out faculty eligibility requirements.  A total of 196 FTEs gives the school a student faculty ratio of about 19.4:1.  For a larger school, this might be acceptable.  But since the law school still must offer the range of required courses despite its small size, the ratio could be problematic.  Average student-faculty ratio among the 191 ABA-accredited law schools is about 15:1.  The law school currently serves both full- and part-time students and plans to expand its hours of operation to run day, evening, and weekend divisions.  According to Professor White,  “For a dual division school you need initially at least 20 faculty.”
    

President Wilson claims “[i]t will be some time before enrollment growth necessitates the addition of faculty numbers to the JD program beyond the two additional positions currently being recruited for AY 05-06.”
  If the law school were to add only two full-time faculty and achieves its enrollment goal of 413 FTEs by 2009, the student faculty ratio would climb to more than 34:1.  A ratio of 30:1 or greater presumptively indicates that a law school does not comply with ABA standards.

Professor White also expressed doubt about the sufficiency of SNESL’s 115,000-volume library.  “There is no ABA-approved school that has a library of under 185,000.  Certainly, to initially begin, you need 150,000 volumes.”
  Merger proponents themselves acknowledged these faculty and library shortcomings in 2000.  According to the earlier merger proposal, “The pursuit of ABA accreditation will necessitate additional resources in the areas of faculty (recruitment, promotion), staff, library and collections.”
  The previous section on finances describes how the library has been neglected since that time and the substantial resources that would be required to bring it up to ABA standards.
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A key component of SNESL’s ABA accreditation effort is its ability to accomplish the “hat trick” of simultaneously increasing enrollment, improving LSAT scores and overall admissions standards, and improving bar pass rates, all – at least initially – without the benefit of ABA accreditation to aid in recruitment.  Even proponents of the merger admit that a 25th percentile median LSAT score of 145 is the lowest that would be acceptable to the ABA for full accreditation, though a slightly lower score, combined with a concrete plan for reaching 145, might be enough for provisional approval.
  However, a law school is granted provisional approval only if it establishes that it is in substantial compliance ABA standards and presents a reliable plan for achieving and maintaining full compliance within three years.

The merger proposal identifies six provisionally approved law schools.  In each of the schools, entering students have higher average grade point averages and LSAT scores than SNESL.  Every one of the schools also has more volumes in its library and every school except Western State University in California (a for-profit institution) has a better student-faculty ratio
 (information on the University of St. Thomas School of Law in Minnesota, which is also provisionally accredited, was unavailable).

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Timetable

Improving SNESL’s bar pass rate is a necessary component of achieving ABA accreditation.  To improve the pass rate, the school must initially tighten admissions requirements and raise median LSAT scores.  Quality education must then be followed by adequate bar preparation.

It is fair to assume that the profile of the incoming class of first year students for academic year 2005 – 2006 will be much the same as it has been in recent years, with median LSAT scores and grade point averages of 141 and 2.62, respectively.
  Since any students admitted to SNESL for this coming fall (September 2005) would not be entering an ABA-accredited law school – and it is less-than-certain that they would be entering a UMass-affiliated law school, there are no observable reasons to expect changes in this profile.   The number admitted and enrolled will need to be high enough to enable SNESL – uniquely dependent on tuition revenue – to survive.

This postpones the anticipated improvement in quality and results needed to approach the ABA with another application.  With students of similar academic quality entering in 2005 and the majority of students enrolling in the part-time program and taking at least four years to complete, it is unlikely that the school’s bar pass rates will change before 2009.  Moreover, when considering the application of a law school that historically has poor bar pass rates, the ABA generally requires at least two years of improved rates before granting provisional approval.  This means ABA accreditation is likely to be achieved no earlier than 2011.  

Plans to simultaneously raise admissions standards and increase enrollment are unrealistic, as is the hope that students who will graduate from SNESL in the next couple of years will perform better than their predecessors on the bar exam, even though they were admitted under the same permissive admissions policies.  Thus, if the merger proposal is approved, the Commonwealth risks being saddled with an unaccredited public law school with no credible path to financial self-sufficiency for at least six years.  

Additional Financial Exposure

The Rodi case may further complicate the accreditation picture.   Reinstatement of a claim that the law school fraudulently misrepresented its likelihood of gaining ABA accreditation to one of its students means the school faces the expense of defending the case and potentially paying a judgment.  But a ruling on behalf of the plaintiffs would present additional problems.  Not only would it make the possibility of ABA accreditation even more remote, it could potentially endanger SNESL’s New England Association of Schools and Colleges accreditation.  NEASC requires its institutions to provide students with “information that is complete, accurate and clear.”
  A judgment for the plaintiff would seem to put the law school in violation of this standard.  At a minimum, such a decision or even publicity about the case could further erode any opportunities for SNESL to attract and enroll higher quality students.

Without dramatic and costly changes to its proposal and to its planned operations, it is highly unlikely that the Southern New England School of Law can achieve ABA accreditation in the near future, and certainly not by 2007 as merger proponents claim.  In terms of critical metrics like bar pass rates and admissions standards, it is in demonstrably worse shape than when accreditation was denied in 1999.  Although it seems to present a more stable financial picture now, SNESL has a checkered financial history.  A cash account of $1.5 million neither addresses nor remediates years of cutbacks and under-funding.  Instead of exhibiting stability, its finances and enrollment have fluctuated dramatically since 1999.  A consistent period of both academic and fiscal improvement will be needed for ABA accreditation to become a realistic possibility.

Projected Merger, Expansion, and Accreditation Costs

Since achieving provisional ABA accreditation seems highly unrealistic any time before 2011, the law school is likely to fall far short of its aggressive goals for growth in enrollment and revenue.  The numbers below calculate likely costs associated with achieving and maintaining accreditation, including library, additional faculty, and other expenses not provided for in the UMass merger proposal.  These costs add up to about $17.5 million through 2011.

The chart below shows the effect of merger and expansion costs combined with realistic enrollment projections.  By 2011, SNESL’s cash position would be negative $13.6 million ($13,596,366), a total change in cash position of $15.5 million from the school’s 2005 balance.  These numbers assume the law school will meet aggressive enrollment goals through 2007, but that enrollment will not increase between 2007 and 2011.  Once it becomes clear that the 2007 target for accreditation is not achievable, enrollment is unlikely to continue growing.  After the ABA rejected SNESL’s second accreditation bid in 1999, enrollment fell dramatically.  Expecting it to hold steady in this case may be optimistic. 
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As noted above, UMass Dartmouth intends to operate the law school as part of its Division of Continuing Education.  If this proposed arrangement does not withstand legal scrutiny, the school can retain tuition revenue only from evening students and the required subsidy would be dramatically higher.  The chart below shows a total deficit of $39 million ($38,958,526) by 2011.  It assumes that one-third of part-time students are in the evening division (since the school plans day, evening, and weekend programs).  This scenario assumes SNESL would keep annual fee revenue of $31,000-$35,000 and other non-tuition revenue of $101,100.  Out-of-state tuition revenue adds $276,465-$313,327 per year, and one third of part-time revenue accounts for $372,855-$428,092 annually.
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III.   POLICY DISCUSSION

Supporters of the proposed merger between the University of Massachusetts Dartmouth and Southern New England School of Law have put forth a series of policy arguments.  Among them are that there is a shortage of lawyers in Massachusetts, a shortage of attorneys practicing public interest law, and that the southeastern region of the Commonwealth lacks appropriate access to legal education opportunities. This section will evaluate the merits of several key policy issues.

Is There a Shortage of Lawyers?

There is no evidence of a lawyer shortage, either nationally or in Massachusetts.  According to R. Rodney Osborne, managing director of Bickerton & Gordon, a Boston-based legal search firm, “There are way too many lawyers… for the number of jobs.  Nationwide, we’ve been graduating too many lawyers for years.
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Despite having more lawyers per capita than any state in the nation, the supply of legal education is still keeping up with demand.  During the four years between 2000 and 2003 an average of 2,482 state residents applied to law school,
 while there are about 2,477 first-year seats available at Massachusetts law schools.
  Obviously, not all 
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students are admitted to a law school and some who are admitted choose not to attend.  New England by far has a greater surplus of lawyers to available jobs than any other region of the country.  Nationally, about 77 percent of jobs were accepted by graduates who had attended law school in the same region.
  The merger proposal cites a 53 percent growth in “legal services employment” (a category that is broader than just lawyers) from 1984-1998 and notes that the growth rate compares favorably to other sectors of the Commonwealth’s economy.
 

UMass President Jack Wilson’s letter of intent quotes the U.S. Department of Labor’s 2004-2005 Occupational Outlook Handbook, which reports “Employment of lawyers is expected to grow about as fast as average through 2012, primarily as a result of growth in the population.”
  However a report released late last year by the U.S. Census Bureau found that Massachusetts was the only state in which population actually decreased from 2003 to 2004.

Even putting population trends aside, the Handbook defines average growth as a 10-20 percent increase by 2012.  The report states that lawyers held about 650,000 jobs in 2002.
  This means the Labor Department expects 65,000-130,000 new jobs to be created for lawyers from 2002-2012, or between 6,500 and 13,000 per year.  Currently, ABA-approved law schools graduate about 39,000 people annually
 and many more graduate from unaccredited law schools.  Clearly, neither the country nor the Commonwealth has a shortage of lawyers.

Are Public Service Lawyers in Short Supply?

A central hypothesis of the merger proposal is that there is a shortage of public interest lawyers in Massachusetts and that a University of Massachusetts Law School would address the shortage by producing more of them, thanks to a relatively low tuition and an emphasis on public service.  The merger proposal describes a shortage of bar advocates, or public defenders and attorneys who represent poor clients in civil cases.  It goes on to describe the impact this lack of legal services has had on poor and working class households.

Several flaws emerge upon closer examination of the hypothesis.  Most obviously, SNESL and its curriculum are already operating and have been for 24 years.  Demand for the product has proven to be uneven at best.  Moreover, virtually every law school currently provides students with pro-bono and clinical opportunities to serve low-income clients.

SNESL tuition is currently just under $19,000 per year, well above the average for in-state students at state-supported law schools, which is about $10,800,
 and much closer to the $22,410 annual tuition charged by the private New England School of Law in Boston.

Closer analysis also reveals no across-the-board shortage of public service lawyers.  Massachusetts Attorney General Thomas F. Reilly, who runs the largest public law office in New England with 195 assistant attorneys general, had only four openings as of December 2004.  At the same time, Hampden County District Attorney William M. Bennett said he and other Massachusetts D.A.s receive far more applications than there are openings for prosecutors.  Bennett said he had no openings on a staff of about 50 assistant district attorneys.
   

A look at ABA-approved New England law schools shows little correlation between tuition rates and the percentage of graduates working in public or service.  Both public law schools, at the Universities of Connecticut and Maine, place less than 18 percent of their graduates in government and public interest law.  The two schools that place the highest percentage of students in government and public interest are Vermont Law School (26.7 percent) and Northeastern University School of Law (25.1 percent).

Vermont’s annual tuition is $26,522; Northeastern’s is $31,170.
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According to the merger proposal, a Massachusetts Legal Assistance Corporation (MLAC) survey “found that law school debt prevented 66 percent of student respondents from considering a public interest or government job.”
  The proposal also notes that 25 years ago, law school graduates would typically emerge with $10,000-$25,000 in debt, while today the amount is more typically in the $70,000-$100,000 range.
  Merger proponents incorrectly attribute a large part of the shortage of bar advocates to high tuition rates.  As the MLAC survey found, the problem is more specific than tuition, it is high levels of student debt.

There are several more efficient ways to address this issue than requiring that the Commonwealth’s taxpayers take on the infrastructure and operating costs of an existing unaccredited law school.  Currently, nine states have Loan Repayment and Assistance Programs (LRAP).  At least three other states have programs run through the state bar or a similar organization.

According to Equal Justice Works, a national organization that organizes, trains and supports public interest-minded law students, 81 law schools currently have LRAPs.  They include five in Massachusetts and four more in other New England states.  Yale Law School claims to have the most generous loan forgiveness program in the country.
  Twenty-two more law schools are starting LRAPs, including Roger Williams and the University of Connecticut School of Law.  Boston College and Roger Williams are among the 31 law schools nationally that also offer public interest scholarship programs.

Merger proponents note the other solution to the shortage of bar advocates right in their proposal.  According to an excerpted Boston Globe article on the decrease in private attorneys taking court-appointed cases, “Massachusetts pays the attorneys…the lowest statutory rate in the country.”
  Bar advocates are currently paid $37.50 an hour for district court cases and $46.50 for superior court.  According to Anthony C. Bonavita, president of the Hampden County Bar Advocates, if those rates “were increased to about $55 or $60 an hour, there would be plenty of lawyers to take the cases.”  He went on to say “I don’t think churning out another 300 to 400 lawyers a year will solve the problem.  I personally think there are enough lawyers to do the work… if they are reasonably compensated.”
  In addition to low rates, the state budget account is historically under-funded, meaning bar advocates may wait more than a year to get paid.
  The state budget for the current fiscal year includes a total of about $91.6 million for the Committee for Public Counsel Services, public defenders, private court-appointed attorneys, and MLAC.   

Massachusetts does not face a general shortage of public interest and government lawyers.  Rather, attorneys are unwilling to accept bar advocate assignments at the lowest pay rates in the nation.  Loan repayment assistance, increasing bar advocate pay rates, and fully funding the budget accounts would be far more logical solutions to the problem than taking on the bricks and mortar, pension, and other expenses of merging with and expanding an existing law school that lacks ABA accreditation.

Is There a Lack of Access to Legal Education in

   Southeastern Massachusetts?

President Wilson’s letter of intent cites the difficulty southeastern Massachusetts residents face in commuting to Boston as evidence that the region lacks access to legal education.
  If merger proponents’ logic is to be accepted on this issue, then every part of Massachusetts except Boston, Cambridge, and Springfield, where the Commonwealth’s seven ABA-approved law schools are located, is underserved.

But Southern New England School of Law is already operating in southeastern Massachusetts.  Since no demand study was performed as part of the merger proposal, we are left to rely on anecdotal evidence to gauge the demand for more legal education in the region.  Just last year, the Roger Williams University School of Law, just 19 miles from SNESL in Bristol, Rhode Island, announced it was discontinuing its evening program due to lack of demand.  As described in the previous section, merger supporters argue the need to produce more public interest lawyers in Massachusetts.  Right now, SNESL graduates can take the bar exam only in Massachusetts and Connecticut.  If the merger goes forward and the school gains ABA accreditation at some future date, graduates would be free to take the bar exam in any state and would be more likely to leave Massachusetts upon graduation.  The letter of intent notes that the merger is “built around an existing academic program.”
  That program is currently available to residents of southeastern Massachusetts – and at the same price it would be post merger.

Finally, President Wilson notes that “Massachusetts is one of only 6 states in the nation lacking a public law school.”
  It is no accident that four of those states are in New England, which is served by 16 law schools, 14 of which are ABA approved.  Massachusetts accounts for about 2 percent of U.S. population, but has almost 4 percent of the ABA-approved law schools.  In addition to those seven schools, the Commonwealth is served by SNESL and the Massachusetts School of Law in Andover.  

The New England Board of Higher Education’s Regional Student Program (RSP) provides New England residents with tuition breaks when they study certain majors that are unavailable in their home state at public colleges and universities in other New England states.  If the merger were approved, an unintended consequence could be that the annual tuition of a Massachusetts resident living in the Springfield area and commuting to the University of Connecticut School of Law for $23,496 under the RSP program would jump to the out-of-state rate of $33,024.  The regional compact is another reason why no part of Massachusetts lacks access to legal education.

IV.
POTENTIAL IMPACT ON THE UMASS SYSTEM

For the current fiscal year, the five-campus University of Massachusetts system will get about $413 million in state aid, including approximately $28 million in out-of-state tuition that it has been granted the right to retain.  According to the UMass Amherst Master Financial Plan, state funding represents 31 percent of the flagship campus’ total annual revenue.
  With the fiscal 2006 budget process currently underway, the University system has identified a $151 million gap between needs and available funding and has asked the Commonwealth to develop a plan to close the gap over five years.

With the recent fiscal crisis, state aid to the UMass system has decreased by 17 percent between 2001 and 2005, going from about $500 million to $413 million.  To help close the gap, tuition and mandatory fees have risen by 58 percent since 2001 (see graphic).
  In the midst of large budget deficits, state-funded student aid has not kept up with the tuition increases.
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Faculty

While student enrollment has remained steady, the number of full-time, tenure-track faculty at UMass Amherst has shrunk from 1,215 to 865, or 29 percent, since the 1986-87 academic year.  There has been a 14 percent decline in the last four years alone.  The ratio of students to permanent faculty is 24:1.  In November 2004, Chancellor John V. Lombardi said UMass Amherst cannot become a top-ranked research university without a research faculty of 1,100, which translates to a ratio of 20:1.

Today, about 40 percent of all teaching on campus is done by adjuncts and teaching assistants according to Provost Charlena Seymour.
  The tenure-track faculty shortage impacts students in important ways.  In some departments, non-permanent faculty teach all required courses.  Classes are routinely overcrowded and closed to additional enrollment, sometimes resulting in students being unable to graduate in four years.  It is more difficult for students to develop relationships with research faculty, which compromises the ability to secure recommendations for graduate school or employment.  During the recent three-year fiscal crisis, about $140 million in UMass collective bargaining agreements, including some faculty agreements, were negotiated but not funded.
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UMass Amherst plans to begin the rebuilding process in the coming academic year by adding 69 new tenure-track faculty.
  Assuming that the bulk of new professors will be junior faculty with annual salaries of around $70,000,
 total cost would be around $4.8 million.  

Unmet Capital Needs

Again using the flagship campus as an example, some buildings have simply been closed because they are unsafe or unstable.  Many of the science facilities are obsolete.  According to the University’s fiscal 2006 budget request, “the campus cannot survive without major repair and renovation.”
  The capital plan anticipates spending $540 million over the next five years to build an integrated science building, a studio arts building, a new auditorium, and a new central heating plant.  But the situation is so dire that fully half the money will be used to fund deferred maintenance.

The chancellor has quietly launched The Campaign for Amherst, with a goal of raising $350 million over the next seven years.  Half the money brought in during the campaign is also slated to fund capital improvements.  Barring another fiscal crisis, the Commonwealth has pledged to provide a $50 million match if the campus can raise $100 million over five years.  The University has identified the match as being crucial to the campaign’s success.

Small Endowment

The lack of a substantial endowment also makes it more difficult for the University of Massachusetts to absorb costs associated with the proposed SNESL merger.  For example, the University of Massachusetts Amherst has a $70 million endowment.  The University of Indiana at Bloomington, a similarly sized flagship campus, has almost $500 million.  Flagship campuses in Virginia, Minnesota, and Texas boast endowments of more than $1 billion each.
  

Sponsored Research

Research grants brought in by the faculty help fund a variety of programs across the University of Massachusetts system.  Despite the drop in tenured faculty described above, sponsored research at the Amherst campus has increased by 45 percent over the last five years to more than $100 million annually.

Much of this research is funded by the federal government.  According to the University’s FY 2006 budget request, “When making the final choice among several highly qualified projects, the federal government will often provide the award to the academically qualified project with the strongest institutional and state support.”
  That critical state support is endangered by the merger proposal.

Commenting on the merger, House Majority Leader John Rogers said, “I hope they don’t go ahead.  They risk the alienation of the very constitutional entity that funds them.”
  Senate Minority Leader Brian Lees added, “I think it would be very difficult for the university in the long run if they snubbed their nose at the Legislature and the administration.”
  A bill filed by House President Pro-Tempore Thomas Petrolati and Rep. Gale Candaras would prohibit any public school from merging with a private one without legislative approval.  Clearly, going forward with the merger could harm the University’s relationship with the state Legislature.

The net cost of merger and law school expansion would be  $17.5 million through 2011.  However, if the University is required to return law school tuition revenue to the Commonwealth, the required subsidy could be more than $39 million over that time, which could negatively impact the five campuses.  Law school-related costs would represent a small percentage of the University system’s overall budget.  But given the tenuous financial condition of the system and the strong possibility that SNESL will require additional subsidies, the merger proposal could harm the University of Massachusetts system’s effort to recover from the effects of declining state support. 

V.   CONCLUSION

The facts indicate that the University of Massachusetts Dartmouth and Southern New England School of Law have dramatically underestimated costs associated with the proposed merger, dramatically increasing the size of SNESL’s enrollment, and improving the quality of the law school’s program sufficiently to achieve ABA accreditation.  There is also a disturbing amount of evidence that the merger proposal has not been the product of deliberation and analysis that would be appropriate given the importance of what is being recommended.  The documents that have been created to support the merger are filled with errors, contradictions, and misstatements.  At a minimum, this accounts for the frequently inaccurate and misleading information contained in the statements of senior University officials.

· In his letter of intent, UMass President Jack Wilson references that 75 percent of SNESL graduates pass the bar examination.
  As documented above, the law school’s overall bar pass rate hovers around 25 percent.

· President Wilson has also touted the law school as a joint degree opportunity for students at other UMass campuses who could take their law courses on line.  But ABA standards strictly limit distance learning.  Students cannot earn more than 4 credits in any term and no more than a total of 12 through distance education.  A student must also complete 28 credits (one full-time year) before any distance education is permissible.

· The merger proposal claims that “SNESL has contracted with a former ABA consultant and Dean of (now recently fully accredited) Barry University School of Law to work with SNESL in the upcoming academic year.”
  In a letter to SNESL Dean Robert Ward, Jr., Barry Dean Richard Hurt wrote that he never agreed to help the school gain accreditation and that “Because of the inappropriate use of my name and reputation, I can no longer entertain the possibility of assuming the position of consultant at some time in the future” Dean Hurt went on to write that merger documents imply he had approved their financial analysis and that “Nothing could be further from the truth,” adding that he had refused to give the numbers even “cursory approval.”

· Contrary to the merger proposal, Barry University School of Law has not achieved full ABA accreditation; it is still provisionally accredited.

· The merger proposal includes the University of the District of Columbia in a list of schools that have been granted provisional ABA approval.  Two paragraphs later, after describing visits to seven schools in various stages of applying for provisional or full approval, the proposal reads, “UDC is the only institution which has not yet been granted full or provisional approval.”
  UDC is provisionally approved.

· The merger is being proposed without any study to determine whether the necessary demand exists to dramatically expand the law school.

· President Wilson’s letter of intent claims SNESL has 280 students
 and the merger proposal claims it has 195 students.
  In the Summary Fact Sheet sent to Governor Romney, UMass Dartmouth Chancellor Jean McCormack writes that the law school has 196 FTEs and a headcount of 260.

· The merger proposal at different points claims that the projected budget is based on an enrollment of 413 and 450 FTE’s by 2009.

· According to the merger proposal, “The current law school facility can accommodate up to 510 students.”
  The letter of intent states, “The law school facility can accommodate 600 students…”

· According to the merger proposal, SNESL’s library has 15,000 volumes;
 the correct numbers are approximately 52,000 hard copy volumes and 115,000 volume equivalents.

· On page 6, the merger proposal claims “SNESL is on a clear path toward provisional accreditation by the American Bar Association in 2006.”  A heading on page 30 reads “Achieving Provisional Accreditation in the Fall of 2007.” 

· The merger proposal and Summary Fact Sheet indicate that costs associated with accreditation will be $650,000 and SNESL has already budgeted for the expenditure.
  But in his public statements, UMass Board of Trustees Chairman says the merger would cost UMass $750,000,
 and UMass Dartmouth Chancellor Jean MacCormack says the accreditation effort would cost $900,000.
 

When the proposal was made five years ago to merge the University of Massachusetts Dartmouth and Southern New England School of Law, proponents said it would require a recurring $2.5 million state appropriation.  Five years later, a $17.5 million net cost of merger and law school expansion over seven years – or $2.5 million annually – remains the best-case scenario.  The University plans to run the law school under its Division of Continuing Education, hoping to retain all tuition revenue.  If this effort fails to withstand legal scrutiny, the required subsidy would climb to at least $39 million over seven years. 

The Southern New England School of Law must grow its revenue in order to survive.  In order to grow revenue, it must increase enrollment.  In order to increase enrollment, it must gain provisional ABA accreditation.  But this hat trick will be virtually impossible to achieve.  Plummeting enrollment in the wake of a failed 1999 accreditation attempt forced the school to drop its admissions standards, which led to falling bar passage rates.  By the time students admitted under the current standards complete the program and more qualified students begin to graduate, it will be at least 2009.  Since the ABA generally requires schools with a history of poor bar passage rates to demonstrate improvement for two years before entertaining an application for provisional accreditation, it is unrealistic to expect ABA approval before 2011.  Without accreditation, the increased enrollments that are the linchpin of the proposal will not materialize.

Since 2000, SNESL’s condition has deteriorated.  The faculty is smaller, enrollments and expenditures have fluctuated wildly, the academic profile of its students has worsened, the library has been starved of resources, assets have been depreciated to generate cash flow, and cash reserves have been spent down.

There seems to be no countervailing argument to merit the University of Massachusetts absorbing the true and continuing costs of merging with and expanding Southern New England School of Law.  Massachusetts and New England enjoy a wealth of access to legal education, and a shortage of bar advocates is the result of the Commonwealth paying the lowest rates in the nation for court-appointed lawyers.  The most efficient way to address the problem would be through increased state funding and reducing student debt with loan repayment assistance programs.  A close examination of the merger proposal reveals a high-risk, low-reward proposition for the University of Massachusetts and the Commonwealth; one that the Board of Higher Education should reject.
